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ARCHO1

Box ARCHO1 contains materials dating to the British Mandate period, consisting of black and white
photographic prints from Jerash; A5 photographic prints by the archaeologist John Winter Crowfoot
of Jerash in the 1920s; photographic prints of the “Temple Stone” inscriptions in Silwan, Jerusalem;
plastic 35mm positive-coloured film slides for buildings inside the old city in Jerusalem such as Ribat
Al-Kurd, Al-Buragq, Cairo, and other unidentified locations.
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ARCHO2

Box ARCHO2 contains items from the period 1971-1991. In general, materials range from documents,
lists and drawings from the Islamic Building Survey; meeting minutes with Administration of Al-Awqaf
and Islamic Affairs in Jerusalem; correspondence letters and reports that are related to the survey,
and documents related to the publication of the books Ayyubid Jerusalem by Robert Hillenbrand &
Sylvia Auld and Mamluk Jerusalem by M. H. Burgoyne. Box ARCHO2 also has letters from the World of
Islam Festival Trust and other academic institutions and a copy of an issue of Al-Tali'ah magazine which
has an article about the construction of the Dome of the Rock.
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ARCHO3

The contents of box ARCHO3 ranges from ¢1920-c1990. It consists of black and white photographic
prints of antiquities and archaeological excavations across the region of the Galilee, as well as site-
specific digs in Tantura, Jerusalem, Nablus and Samaria, led by J.W. Crowfoot and G.M. Fitzgerald in
1927; photographic negatives of an unidentified excavation in 1986; undated coloured photographic
prints of people and places; cards with pictures of antiquities; and Kodak negative-coloured film tapes
of a kitchen, people, and places near Herod’s gate in Jerusalem, in addition to other unidentified
locations.
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ARCHO4

Box ARCHO4 contains materials dating to the period 1989 — 1994 and consists of correspondence
letters and documents that are related to Deir Ain Abata, Tell Jawa, Tell El Umeiri (sites in Jordan); and
El Dreijat (a destroyed Palestinian village in Beersheba). It also includes various items from magazine
articles and academic offprints: an Oriental Institute offprint from the spring of 1994; an offprint of
from the Journal of the Royal Anthropological Institute of Great Britain and Ireland vol. 84, on the
Jericho excavations by Kathleen Kenyon. In addition, ARCHO4 consists of materials from the Joint
Madaba Plains Project: a preliminary report of the 1989 season that includes a regional survey
detailing excavations at El-Dreijat, Tell Jawa, and Tell El- ‘Umeiri (June 19 - August 8, 1989); and
drawings of multiple Islamic buildings in Jerusalem such as Zawiyya Mawlawiyya, Zawiyya Al- Hunud,
Qubbat Al-Arwah, etc.
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ARCHO5

The contents of ARCHO5 ranges from ¢1960-c1990, which consist of black and white photographic
prints ranging up to 250mm x 337mm in size. Most these prints are of the inside of Al-Agsa Mosque,
and Islamic buildings in the old city of Jerusalem such as Jawhariyya; Ribat Al-Kurd; Bab Al-Hadid;
Taymiyya in the 1980s. Some of the prints are taped together to give a panoramic view of the
buildings; there is also acetate film (for a projector) for Taymiyya that was put inside an envelope
dated 1961; and printed notebooks (containing field notes) written by J.K. Wilkinson about the
Dhamar survey and Yemen in the 1990s.
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ARCHO6

Box ARCHO6 contains 15 different volumes titled Cuneiform Documents from Boghazkoi (an ancient
city in Turkey) that were published by the Middle East Department of the State Museum of Berlin in
1922.

ARCHO7

Box ARCHO7 contains documents regarding the BSAJ's relationship with other institutions both on a
local and global scale, as well as documents related to meetings; proposals; exhibitions; and
partnerships. Materials of interest include publications from Ecole Biblique such as brochures;
invitation cards; and correspondence letters between the two institutions in the 1970s. Further
correspondence letters can be found between the BSAJ and Palestine Exploration Fund; American
Schools of Oriental Research-Albright; European Science Foundation; Centre de Recherches
Archaeologies; the Benevolent Society for Relieving Gaza Strip Inhabitants; and the Friend of St. John
Ophthalmic Hospital in Jerusalem. ARCHO7 also contains articles written and donated by the journalist
Rami Khoury on condition that they must not be copied.
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ARCHO8

Box ARCHO8 contains several maps; brochures; a notebook containing drawings for an unidentified
excavation site; leaflets from Israeli, British, and Palestinian institutions; as well as black and white
photographic prints; positive (colour) slides; negatives (B/W); and contact sheets. The photographic
slides are unsorted but include the following: unidentified excavation sites; the meat trade; Sinai
(1971), Telleilat Al-Ghassul (Jordan), Beersheba and Bronze Age antiquities.
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ARCHO9

Box ARCHO9 contains negatives from places inside Jerusalem and Al-Agsa Mosque; plates from Lachish
Il: The Fosse Temple by Tufnell, Inge, and Harding from the years 1938-1939; stapled papers from the
book Phrygian Fibulae from Gordion, by Oscar White Muscarella (with plates), dated 1967; and
commemorative publication issued by the American Center of Oriental Research, titled ACOR: The first
25 Years 1968-1993; coloured photographic prints of as-yet unidentified locations; black and white
negative film strips documenting people and buildings inside Jerusalem, such as Al-Agsa Mosque; and
a notebook in Hebrew from excavations at Tel Jezreel dated 1987-1988.
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ARCH10

Box ARCH10 covers the excavation in Tel Jezreel in the 1980s-1990s. The contents of ARCH10 consist
of floppy disks from the 1990s that hold information about the excavation Tel Jezreel, accompanied
by a card catalogue with descriptions of artefacts; some cards have attached drawings of the artefacts;
documents related to the Tel Jezreel excavation. Most of these documents are in Hebrew and dated
from 1987-1988. These documents vary between lists of finds; letters; printed copies of maps; printed
articles from newspapers; black and white photographic prints attached to sheets with notes;
coloured photographic prints; and monthly workers lists; a booklet titled Tel Jezreel Expedition
published by the BSAJ in 1996; Jezreel artefacts for illustration list; documents about BSAJ laboratory
and storerooms plan; shelving lists; the 8th volume of the Bulletin of Anglo-Israel Archaeological
Society dated 1988-1889; the 40th volume of the offprint from Israel Exploration Fund; the Excavation
at Tel Jezreel Season Six in 1995.
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ARCH12

Box ARCH12 contains items related to the Tel Jezreel excavations from the 1980s-1990s. Most of these
items are in Hebrew. Box ARCH12 includes maps for the excavation site; black and white photographic
prints of finds, the site and some of the workers; negative contact sheets; a file of small photographic
prints attached to papers; positive (colour) slides; fieldwalking records; and notebooks of findings that
feature the Israeli Department of Antiquities logo.
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ARCH13

Box ARCH13 contains items from the Islamic Jerusalem survey. It also has a spiral notebook and
documents that are related to the Medieval and Ottoman Palestine surveys such as correspondence;
minutes of meetings; reports; an agreement with the Administration of Al-Awqaf and Islamic Affairs
in Jerusalem; photocopied illustrations of Islamic buildings such as the Citadel Minaret; drawing drafts;
recording sheets from 1996; black and white photographic prints from inside Al-Agsa Mosque and
other Islamic buildings; films; (B/W) negative film strips; negative contact sheets of Al-Agsa Mosque;
acetate sheets of drawings for presentations and reproductions; index of drawings for the buildings;
Ottoman and Medieval survey general records from 1991 by Martin Dew; and David M. Myres’ survey
notebook (1993); an English and Arabic draft of exhibition booklet, of which the draft was translated
to Arabic by Dr. Ishag Musa Al-Husseini; and the Egyptian Gazette newspaper clippings from 1980
about heritage and Islamic buildings.
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ARCH14

Box ARCH14 contains a mix of negatives (both colour and B/W) and drawings of Islamic buildings in
Jerusalem such as Sitt Tunshugq, Al-Agsa Mosque, Al- Qattanin; and a list of the Architectural Survey
Slide Collection- Sug Al-Qattanin Complex.
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ARCH15

Box ARCH15 contains maps and architectural drawings, some of which are drafts, and some originals.
The content is miscellaneous. Most drawings are of places and buildings related to Islamic Jerusalem.
Buildings include: Jaljulia mosque, Al-Agsa Mosque, Qasr Wagf Al-Huda (Ramla). Some drawings are
of Samaria Pottery, topographic maps from 1966 of Talileh to Dawawir Al-Habs, maps of Beidah, and
a map of Maccabean and Herodian Jerusalem. ARCH15 also consists of two A5 black and white
photographic prints, and A4 photocopied paper notes and architectural drawings.

The size of the drawings and maps range between (410mmx440mm) - (1350mmx1020mm).
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ARCH16

Box ARCH16 contains a range of architectural drawings and maps from the 1950s-1990s. The content
is miscellaneous and is a mix of draft-work and originals. Drawings of interest include: a building in
Shefa-Amr from 1997; plans of Shefa-Amr watch tower; original architectural drawings of Ras Al-Ein;
drawings from unidentified sites inside Jerusalem, Jami Huzayfa and Qasr Shabayta; reproductions
and drawings of St. Gregor Chapel that could be related to the chapel of the Church of the Holy
Sepulchre; reproductions of Islamic buildings in Jerusalem such as Bab Sitti Maryam; Bab Al-Nabi Daud,
Jami Mawlawiyya; Qubat Yusef; Sabil Al-Wad, etc. The size of these drawings and maps range between
(350mmx360mm) - (1000mmx1730mm). ARCH16 also has a large list of inscriptions and Jerusalem
construction work sized 1000mmx2120mm.
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BSAJO1

Box BSAJO1 covers the period 1960-1972, the Directorial period of Basil Hennessey and Crystal-M.
Bennett.

Mostly letters regarding accommodation of archaeologists, researchers, and volunteers; letters of
thanks; letters between institutions (such as the British Museum, Ashmolean, universities in the USA,
and The Israeli Museum); letters of enquiries and donations; permissions for workers and
archaeologists; reports after 1967 war; postcards and photographic prints; maps; monthly and annual
reports of the BSAJ; inventory lists of materials stored in the BSAJ library and archive; promotional
media from universities (such as Sydney); diaries; minutes of meetings; newspaper clippings;
invitations; telegrams.

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BSAJO2

Box BSAJO2 consists of materials related to excavations conducted by members of the BSAJ, including
letters to and from Director Basil Hennessey regarding excavations in Telleilat Al-Ghassul (Jordan); lists
of finds in Petra (Jordan); letters about the Jerusalem Architecture survey; documents related to
exploration of caves in the Dead Sea area; receipts; and congratulatory cards.
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BSAJO3

BSAJO3 covers the years 1970-1978, when Crystal-M. Bennett was the BSAJ Director, including letters
to Bennett regarding articles in the Levant Journal; letters about BSAJ lecture in 1973; enquiries;
excavations; subscriptions; documents regarding accommodation at the BSAJ; letters about the
Islamic Monuments of Palestine exhibition from 1974; brochures from St. George College ¢.1970;
booklets and reports from the Pictorial Archive regarding the Islam Monuments Exhibition of Palestine
and slides delivery of the Aeriel Series - Historical Geography of Palestine; a photographic print of the
BSAJ’s kitchen before repair; documents about the survey of the Azrag and Kharaneh regions in 1975;
a “Directors Record” dated between 1971-1972; a report on archaeological sites beneath Jerusalem,
dated 1971; and some other reports about the BSAJ and its work. Box BSAJO3 has guest lists and a
food menu that was prepared for the BSAJ ¢.1970; BSAJ workers' timetables; correspondence
regarding the Buseirah excavation in 1972.
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BSAJO4

Box BSAJ04 contains documents from the BSAJ between 1958-1979, consisting of receipts from 1958
and 1959; agreements between Kathleen Kenyon and locals of renting areas in Silwan during 1960s;
accommodation letters and recordings from 1973 to 1979; official and handwritten contracts;
financial records relating to the Jerusalem Excavation Fund; letters between Crystal-M. Bennett and
Svend Helms about excavations, including the excavation in Jawa; black and white photographic prints
sent by the Sheikh Mohammed Asa’d Al-Imam Al- Husseini to Kathleen Kenyon in 1968 of A-
Tushtumuiyya school. Box BSAJ04 also contains leaflets and booklets published by insurance
companies; documents and permits that were sent by the Israeli Ministry of Interior and the Military
Government in the 1970s.
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BSAJO5

Box BSAJO5 contains materials from the period 1956-1999, including notebooks with information
about the Jerusalem Excavation Fund; documents relating to the East Desert Survey; Jericho
excavation fund equipment and expenses; documents related to shipments of finds; letters and lists,
as well as newspaper clippings and monochrome photographic prints about the clearance behind St.
Gregor’s chapel in the church of the Holy Sepulchre; lists of shortlisted excavation sites;
correspondence related to Capernaum, Damascus Gate (Jerusalem), Telleilat Al-Ghassul (Jordan);
excavation enquiries, and documents related to visitors to the BSAJ in the 1990s.
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BSAJO6

Box BSAJO6 contains items from 1978-1999, including documents and letters related to the history
and governance of the BSAJ; finances related to surveys and excavations during this period;
documents related to the BSAJ Secretary's office dated between 1985-1990; and the first quarterly
report of the German Antiquities Institute in Damascus in 1980.
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BSAJO7

Box BSAJO7 contains documents from the BSAJ 1955-1989, including applications and letters related
to the Burj Al-Ahmar excavation in 1983; letters from students who wanted to join excavations and to
stay at the BSAJ; documentation of excavation sites and their related equipment lists; a notebook that
records the official BSAJ correspondence; letters between the Department of Antiquities in Jerusalem
and the BSAJ related to the excavations in Upper Zohar.
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BSAJO8

Box BSAJO8 contains items from 1920-2000, including a list of the first books that were acquired for
the BSAJ library, dated 1922; a rare books collection list; Friends of the BSAJ newsletters; a publication,
British Archaeology in the Holy Land During the Mandate by Shimon Gibson published by the Palestine
Exploration Fund, (1995); as well as black and white photographic prints from the Palestine
Archaeological Museum. It also includes annual reports published by the British School at Athens from
1989-1991; BSAJ's annual general meeting minutes from 1927-1928; correspondence related to
annual reports in the 1990s; Director reports from 1973-1985; proposals, letters, responses, and
enquiries sent to the British Academy in the 1990s; a list of the council members in 1974-1975;
newspaper clippings.
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BSAJ10

Box BSAJ10 contains correspondence letters dated 1990-2000, between the BSAJ and other
institutions, such as: British Institute in Amman for Archaeology and History; the Council for British
Research in the Levant; the University of the Witwatersrand; the British Council; as well as scholars
and former residents of the BSAJ. Correspondence varies in terms of subject from enquiries; requests
to join excavations; invitations for conferences and classes such as the International Congress on
Biblical Archaeology; letters of thanks and congratulations. BSAJ10 also contains documents from the
Israel Exploration Society related to the Second International Congress on Biblical Research in 1990.
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BSAJ12

Box BSAJ12 contains documents from the period 1921-1999 including survey-based documents of
buildings, mosques, and antiquities in Palestinian cities, as well as Medieval and Ottoman Survey
Gazetteer sites from 1994. Box BSAJ12 also holds documents relating to accommodation at the BSAJ
during this period; invitation cards; Council meeting minutes from 1972-1979; meeting minutes from
other foundations such as the Administration of Al-Awqaf and Islamic Affairs; files about a symposium
regarding Crusader Art; documents related to the orientation of religious buildings; an article titled
The Positions of Arabic Transcription in Jerusalem by Archibald G. Walls and Amal Abi-Hajj; Arabic
transcription of buildings in Jerusalem; documents and leaflets that are related to the Symposium on
Crusader Art dated 1980-1983 and a list of Palestine and Syria lantern slides dated 1921.
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BSAJ13

Box BSAJ13 contains notebooks related to accommodation at the BSAJ covering the period from 1961-
1966.
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BSAJ14

Box BSAJ14 contains documents from the period from 1973-1993, including a photo-copied map of
Sha’ar Hagay that was originally produced by the Survey of Palestine in 1943 and later edited by the
Survey of Israel in 1950, some photographic prints of an undated, unidentified building; a notebook of
findings; notebooks containing architectural and archaeological-based sketches; a book titled
Handwriting of the Twentieth Century by Rosemary Sasson, dated 1999; documents, leaflets, and
booklets about cities in Northern Palestine; the survey of Yehi’am fortress by Caroline Singer in 1991
including contact prints, architectural maps and negative film strips; and a list of photographic prints
taken for the Medieval and Ottoman Survey from 1990-1993.
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BSAJ15

Box BSAJ15 contains documents dated 1950-2000, including letters of congratulations; partnership
documents; documents related to Ecole Biblique et Archéologique Francaise; the American School of
Oriental Research; and Corps Consulaire de Jerusalem booklets. BSAJ15 also comprises of documents
related to conferences during 1972-1987 in the Levant region such as Bilad Al-Sham conferences at
the Jordanian University; The Second Archaeological Conference in Israel in 1973; the conference of
The Society for the Study of the Crusades and the Latin East in 1987; and the congress of the
International Organization for the Study of the Old Testament held at the Hebrew University in 1986;
newspapers clippings from the 1970s.
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BSAJ17

Box BSAJ17 contains periodical catalogues, and an accession book dated from 1930-1990s. It
documents journals and annuals the school received from institutions such as the Ashmolean
Museum, the British Museum, British School of Archaeology in Ankara, the European Science
Foundation, etc.
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BSAJ18

Box BSAJ18 contains the BSAJ library documents from the 1920s to the 2000s, including lists of maps,
slides, periodicals, and journals. Box BSAJ18 mostly consists of documents related to the BSAJ's library
such as correspondence from a range of institutions including the Dutch Institute for the Near East,
Bialik Institute, and Brill Academic Publishers; two library notebooks; periodical record sheets; the
library catalogue from 1923; library accession books from 1988-1994.
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BSAJ19

Box BSAJ19 contains documents from the BSAJ dated 1922-1997, including the BSAJ bulletins,
ordinances, annual reports, and Director reports; the Origin of the Plan of the Dome of the Rock report
by K. A. C Creswell dated 1924; the Churches at Jerash report by Crowfoot, C. B. E., and M. A. Dated
1928-1930; the CBRL Memorandum of Association and its articles; and two Arabic magazines: Al-
Montada, dated 1944 and Al-Thakheera, dated 1946.
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BSAJ20

Box BSAJ20 contains two maps of Jerusalem; a map of Palestine; Bartholomew's Quarter-Inch Map of
Palestine; A6 acetate film of a study on Recueil des Historiens des Croisaides, Historiens Occidentaux,
dated 1866; projector slides of artefacts (some were photographed from a book or a document in
1990s); and the Tubinger Atlas of the Frontier Orients booklet, 1977.
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
